They also tell of societal events, including wars, up-
heavals, or colonial encounters, and illustrate how memories 
are transmitted and appropriated. 

At the same time, the exhibition also addresses the aspect of 
forgetting. Things may also reveal disruptions between the 
past and the present.

The exhibition invites viewers to reflect on the relevance of the 
past and encourages them to reflect on their own experiences 
and memories.
